My general practice consists of civil (contracts, small business, family law, probate, personal
injury) — 50%, General Counsel to Lane College - 30% and Criminal Defense — 20%. | practice
in all Courts; State, Federal and Juvenile.

I have, over the course of my practice, tried and handled cases of every kind and character, from
automobiles to zoning issues. | have represented clients in jury trials in both civil and criminal
courts, again in simple to complex proceedings. | have tried over hundreds of non-jury matters
and at least seventy jury trials. Most of my practice has been as a sole practitioner therefore, |
tried the cases without assistance; conducting investigation, evidence formulation, motions and
trials by myself. This required me to work long hours in preparation and to be extremely diligent
with my time. 1 do not think there is a lawyer in Jackson who works longer hours. Also,
because my practice is diverse, it requires me to be extremely knowledgeable about the legal
issues in question. Clerks, Judges and other Attorneys frequently contact me about me difficult
questions and problems. | try to help them all.

- Taylor vs. Haywood County - a voting rights case that helped change the way officials were
elected in Haywood County, Tennessee.

- In Re: Henry Pettigrew- A complex civil proceeding in the Circuit Court of Crockett County,
Tennessee, concerning a wrongful death action. This matter involved
over 10 expert witnesses and 7 law firms.

- Butler vs. State — | was asked by the Supreme Court to take this case on appeal. It involved a
criminal matter that led to a change to the DUI Laws at that time.

- State vs. Peoples — A pro-bono case that was started in the Municipal Court of Jackson, then
Circuit Court and finally the Court of Criminal Appeals. It concerned the
Court’s ability to expunge a criminal record. This was argued in 2011.

While a member of the Tennessee Board of Law Examiners, | had the opportunity to research
and write the Bar Examination Questions for over 15 years. This required me to learn and
understand complex legal issues and analysis. That experience was significant. 1 left the Board
to teach in 2005. However, they asked in 2010, if | would be a special writer for the July
Examination. | was happy to assist them.

I was a member of the U.S. District Court Magistrate Judge Selection Committee.

I taught Law School from 2005 until 2008, at Faulkner University, Jones School of Law. The
courses that | taught were Evidence, Sales, Negotiable Instruments and Legal Drafting. These
are very difficult courses. Teaching required mastering of these courses and | am still writing a
Negotiable Instruments Book. This required me to become an expert on these areas of the law.
They are essential to a practice in the Circuit Courts.

Also, while at the Law School, | was one of the coaches fro the Douglas Mock Trial team that
won the National Competition in 2008. The first team in school history to win a National
Award.

The new Circuit Court Judge must be a person who has the background of trial experience,
the temperament to handle the personal matters that are heard and knowledge of the law, so there
will be no loss of service to our state. | am that person and wish to serve our district and its
people.

My entire practice has been built upon equal justice. The clients | represent are diverse as
well; wealthy, poor, black, white or immigrants, the level of service is the same.

In August, 2010, | started a free legal clinic called the “Water Tower Justice Center”. It
serves poor residents of east Jackson, college students and others. The Clinic, in 2011,
counseled 168 people and took 80 clients’ cases. The Clinic, in the present economic times,
serves people who otherwise; have no hope of quality legal service.

Prior to starting the Clinic, worked with West Tennessee Legal Services as part of their Pro-
Bono Program.

This Judgeship would be Circuit Court, Division 11, in the 26" Judicial District. The region
consists of Madison, Chester and Henderson Counties. The Court has civil and criminal
jurisdiction. It also tries Appeals from the General Sessions and Municipal Courts. Currently,
there are two (2) other Circuit Judges in the District; the Honorable Roy B. Morgan, and the
Honorable Donald H. Allen.

The impact that | would have on the Court would be significant. Currently, there are no
minority Judges in rural West Tennessee. Young people would have a role model they could
hope to emulate. | would bring my wealth of trial and practical experience to the Court.

I have worked with many community service organizations. Currently, | serve as
Commissioner with the Tennessee Human Rights Commission. 1 believe that my resignation
would have to be extended to that body, if | am appointed to the Judgeship. 1 also serve on the
Board of Trustees for Freed-Hardeman University. | would maintain that position after my
appointment. The other organizations that | work with, should not be affected by my
appointment.

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I have not maintained a law practice that required me to grow stale. Instead, | have worked
hard to be the very best advocate for my clients, learning the law in all phases, carrying that
knowledge to the Courts and beyond. The Evaluation Committee will find no one who has
worked harder, has the wealth of experience in all of the areas of the law that a Circuit Judge
with a dual calendar, must have and is able to articulate that knowledge to the Plaintiffs,
Defendants, Jurors and Lawyers who come before the bench. | have written the law, | have
practiced the law and | have taught the law.

Nonetheless, | carried
out the assignments, in spite of my personal feelings that sometimes, the lest of our people were
punished.
